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Your Username: your mNotes user name is the first part of your Lotus Notes name — the part
before the first space. If you are not sure what your Lotus Notes name is, open Lotus Notes and
on the menu, use File > Security > User security. The screen that pops up shows your Lotus
Notes name. For mNotes, you must only use the part before the first space. So, if your Lotus
Notes name is Anthony M Smith/Sales/US@Acme your mNotes user name will be just Anthony

Your Lotus Notes Password: the password you use to log in to Lotus Notes. If Lotus Notes is
configured to log in using your operating system password, use that password.
Configuring the mobile device

1. Open the Settings application and go to Data Synchronization > Exchange
