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CommonTime mSuite5 v5.13:
Release Notes

This version can be used for new mSuite5 installations and for upgrading existing mSuite5 installations. It can
NOT be used to upgrade existing mSuite 4.3.x installations.

If you are currently using mSuite version 4.3 (or earlier), please contact CommonTime (or your accredited
CommonTime partner) to plan your upgrade to mSuite5. Please note, however, that support for mSuite version
4.x ceased on December 31st, 2009.

The platform sections below indicate where each new function and/or fix has been implemented - not
necessarily where it takes effect. For example, a change to a server software module can affect client behaviour
and vice versa. The objective of the sections below is to indicate where the upgrade must be applied to realize
the new functionality or fix. You should, however, always upgrade all server(s) before upgrading any clients
(mobile devices).

NOTE: These release notes relate solely to this version - they do not include new functionality or bug fixes that
were shipped in earlier versions of mSuite5. Release notes for earlier versions can be downloaded from:

New Functionality

mSuite clients
Symbian Series 60 3rd Edition client

1 No new functionality in this version.

Windows Mobile client

1 [5412] Two way synchronization of contact photos is now supported between a Lotus Notes personal
address book and WM mobile devices. (See also 5400 below.)

Exchange Adapter (for Exchange ActiveSync clients)

1 [3457] Replying/forwarding from EAS devices that use ‘smart’ replies/forwards now sets the
replied/forwarded flags on the message in the user’s Lotus Notes mail database. (See also 5487 below.)

1 [537711tis now possible to configure the method used by the mSuite server to handle email messages
that have been deleted on a mobile device. The default behavior has been reverted to way it worked in
v5.11 and earlier (deleted messages are moved to the ($Trash) folder in Notes which is, optionally,
synchronized with the trash folder on the device but is hidden in the Notes client when Soft Deletions is
enabled). The 5.12 behavior (deleted messages are moved to the ($SoftDeletions) view in Notes which is
visible as the Trash folder in Notes when Soft Deletions is enabled but is not synchronized with the
device’s trash folder), can be configured via a server registry setting - contact CommonTime technical
support for details.

1 [5400] Two way synchronization of contact photos is now supported between a Lotus Notes personal
address book and most EAS devices. On some Android devices (specifically Motorola Droid and possibly
others), the synchronization only works one way (LN A device) due to device limitations. (See also 5412
above.)

1 [5410] It is now possible to respond to meeting invitations in the Corporate Calendar application on
Motorola Droid devices. Other supported EAS devices could already do this.
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1 [5487] Replied/forwarded flags are now set in Lotus Notes for messages replied to or forwarded from
iPhone/iPod Touch devices and certain other EAS devices that use MIME but do not use ‘smart’
replies/forwards. (See also 3457 above.)

Other Server Software and Administration

1 [5400] Photos on contacts are now synchronized between a LN personal address book and EAS devices.
On Motorola Droid (and similar) devices, the synchronization only works one way (LN A device). On
other devices, it works both ways.

9 [5412] Photos on contacts are now synchronized between a LN personal address book and WM mobile
devices.

Fixes

mSuite clients

9 No fixes in this version.

Windows Mobile client
1 [5457] Read/unread mark changes to email messages on the device were occasionally missed and so
were not applied in Lotus Notes.

Exchange Adapter (for Exchange ActiveSync clients)

1 [4910] Japanese characters did not display correctly in the email summary field on the mobile device
although they did display correctly in the main body field when the message was opened.

9 [5303] Email messages forwarded or replied to from certain Android devices did not include the original
message (history).

9 [5373] If an EAS device aborted a session and then attempted another session before the server had
finished cleaning up the previous session, the server would return an error to the device which could
cause it to reset its data.

1 [5424] If the number of days to replicate mail was set to "No Limit” on the device, the server incorrectly
used a default value of 7 days.

9 [5475] A meeting reschedule notice that had already been processed in Lotus Notes was still present as
an unprocessed “invitation” on the mobile device.

1 [5477] Email messages forwarded from Palm Pre devices did not include the original message (history).

Other Server Software and Administration

1 [3457] “Remote forward” from a WM device now sets the forwarded flag on the message in the user’s
Lotus Notes mail database.

9 [5143] The mNotes server wizard (in the Administration Console) failed with a code page error on PCs

running more recent versions of Windows e.g. Windows Vista, Windows 7, Windows 2008 server.

[5361] Fixed a problem that could cause the CMS to crash.

[5433] Fixed a problem that could cause the Provisioning Portal to crash.

[5446] For EAS devices, it was not possible to configure a security policy to use alphanumeric passwords

with zero complex characters.

9 [5484] Fixed a problem that could cause the mNotes server to crash while processing an encrypted
attachment.

9 [5500] Fixed a problem that could cause the CMS to “hang”. When this happened, the CMS log included
the error message “invalid token”.
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1 [5501] User import from an LDAP directory failed if there were more results than the LDAP server's page
size allowed.
